Total course (re)design for ART 270, 470, 472:  

Lithography re-introduced at all levels (Multi-layer, colour printing)

Computer-to-plate (CTP) photo-digitally imaged polyester litho plates introduced for studio use

Digital imaging introduced at all levels

New graphic darkroom and digital pre-press methods introduced at all levels.

Bookbinding introduced

Colour photo transfers introduced

New methods in intaglio introduced

New teaching methods:

Individual tutorial meetings for all 270 students for initial lithographic printing sessions

Individual tutorial meetings with most 270 and 470 students for scanning/digital imaging for lithography

Individual meetings with, and accompaniment of most 270 & 470 students to Printing Services for preparation of CTP lithographic plates  (Due to the CUPE strike, Printing Services was not able to service my students themselves, but did allow me to  use their facilities without restrictions)

Studio safety and function changes: 

Oil&vinegar to replace most solvent use

Traditional (dangerous) nitric acid replaced by upright etching baths with ferric chloride&water for etching copper

Rosin (carcinogenic) in aquatint box replaced by compressed air airbrush with acrylic polymer paint

Lithography presses rehabbed
Instructional signage for lithography and intaglio studios, darkroom, acidroom and general studio area.

Updating of most MSDS forms, plus addition of new studio products

Technical/instructional handouts prepared for almost every studio procedure

Research, inventory and ordering of all materials required for courses and studio changes

Visual arts - print media.  High-resolution photo/digital integration with traditional printmaking media in a lower-toxicity studio context. I am particularly interested in the relationship of commercial/industrial printing processes to fine art printmaking.

Conceptually, my art practice is predicated on notions of information and power, data and language and the secular and the religious imperative.  Personal ideas around “communication” function as abroad theme for criticism and investigation of these topics.  

My work is studio-based, I exhibit in solo and group shows nationally and internationally, as well as take part in visiting artist residencies (peer juried, funded).  My current practice is contingent on access to specialized and/or evolving technology/equipment and funding beyond personal contributions. 

Additionally, I have begun preliminary investigations into a future book tentatively entitled “Why print?”, which seeks the opinion and response to this open question from artists and academics who choose to use printed media as a primary outlet for their artistic work.
